 Oversee Sunday morning worship preparation, including: assisting with communion preparation, 
assisting acolytes, helping communion servers, insuring lay readers and ushers are present, and 
overseeing the Sunday School program. 

 Lead worship with and without Pastor periodically. 

 Take ministry and emergency (after hours) calls with and without Pastor.
